Summary of VRA Sections 203 and 208
Section 203 of the Voting Rights Act requires certain counties and jurisdictions to provide bilingual voting 
materials in communities with sizable language minorities and limited-English proficient residents. Contact 
your state election office to inquire about language assistance.

Section 208 of the Voting Rights Act provides another valuable resource for voters who face these challenges, 
by allowing such voters to receive assistance in the voting booth from a person of the voter’s choice. Voters 
who experience difficulty with the English language and who do not have access to translated election 
materials can receive assistance in their primary language under Section 208.
